Recognition at the French ENIC-NARIC

Recognition for academic purposes

� Autonomy of Higher Education Institutions (HEIs)

� HEIs may ask students to obtain a comparability statement from 

the ENIC-NARIC to help with their appreciation of the diploma in 

question

Recognition for professional purposes

� National Contact Point for regulated professions => information to 

citizens on their rights under the EU directive

� Non-regulated professions: decision is up to employers

� A comparability statement from the ENIC-NARIC can help 

potential employers with their appreciation of the diploma in 

question
